Work permits in Finland

• Anyone applying for a residence permit must provide a photo for the photo sticker 

conforming to the photo guidelines issued by the police.

• The key focus of your CV should be to persuade the employer to invite you for an 

interview. Therefore, your CV is a marketing tool, which should be adapted to the 
market in which you intend to use it. 

• It is not wise to send a CV without a covering letter in Finland. 
  
The application procedure in  Finland 
• It is common to have two or three interviews for one job vacancy. 
• Social skills, communication skills and teamwork abilities are the most important 

skills for Finnish recruiters. 
 
Management culture in  Finland 
• Business cards are exchanged frequently and usually contain academic and job 

titles. 
• The Fins are poor in small talk and usually starts a meeting directly.  
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
